3 PUBLIC QUESTION TIME

questions to be raised by members of the public.

Public Question Time commenced at 6:04pm. 
The following questions were submitted both in writing and verbally: 

At 6:07pm, Cr Sally Palmer entered the meeting. 

1. Mr Havey Tonkin, 31 Deschamp Road, Noranda 
Question 1: 
(a) We award Freeman of the City to people who have over a period of time given of their 

time to the local authority.  Is there a code of conduct for these people?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that there is a Code of Conduct for Elected 
Members.  

The Chief Executive Officer advised that there is a Code of Conduct pertaining to staff and 
Elected Members.  

(b) Does the Council have a policy if these people bring the Council into disrepute by their 
actions?  

The Chief Executive Officer advised that there is a Policy referring to the Freeman of the 
City.  She stated that this Policy talks about the tenure of the position, however she was 
unaware if it referred to the conduct of that position.  She further advised that she was 
unaware of any other document with elements associated with the Freeman of the City.  

Question 2: 
(a) I have noticed that Council maintains the parks often fertilizing and aerating the 

grassed areas.  One reserve which has an active and passive area has all the sprinklers 
marked and then a day or so later they aerate the grassed area.  Is there a priority of 
active areas over passive areas?  

The Director of Technical Services advised that typically the City will maintain active areas 
more than it does its passive areas, however that there is a cyclic program for all areas.  

(b) Why is it that all the sprinklers are marked but only the active areas are aerated?  The 
time spent marking the extra sprinklers which cover nearly 60% of the park could be 
better spent on other work.  This has been going on for a long time now.  Why is it that 
some passive reserves are looked after and others are not?  Corderoy is aerated and 
Deschamp reserve is not.

The Director of Technical Services further advised that most of the aeration of reserves 
occurs on active areas as that is where most of the compaction occurs.  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that a written response to these questions will 
be provided.

Question 3: 
(a) The Council has provided the Bayswater Budget Bulletin 2009/2010 with our rate 

notices.  I read in the West today that the Mayor had rechecked this document as there 
were some errors in it and it seems that a re-run was organised at a cost to the 
ratepayers.  Is this correct?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that this is correct.  

(b) There are notes re road works to be done.  Crimea Street, Morley Drive to Wonga road 
($229,000) and Walter Road to Morley Drive ($323,456).  This has been repeated in the 
same document.  Is my assumption correct in saying that the section that relates to 
Crimea Street between Walter Road and Morley Drive?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that a written response will be provided in 
response to this question.  

(c) The Walter Road to Morley Drive was done in the last financial year and has been 
completed for some months now.  Why would an amount from the last financial year be 
placed in the next budget?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that a written response will be provided in 
response to this question.  

(d) If the newspaper article is correct and this has been checked then why is it still in the 
bulletin?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that a written response will be provided in 
response to this question.

Question 4: 
(a) This is a general question and is not meant to be directed at a particular person.  During 

the meeting Councillors are requested to advise whether they have a conflict of interest.  
There was  recent case where a Councillor advised that the interest was trivial.  Can you 
or the Councillors test this interest or do you accept the word of the Councillor?  

The Chief Executive Officer advised that the responsibility for declaring an interest under the 
Local Government Act 1995 is up to the individual.  

(b) I read recently that one Councillor advised that they had a long friendship (not close) 
with a person who may still be the owner of a company that was eventually awarded 
work for the Council.  Would this type of relationship be considered trivial?  
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His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro reiterated the Chief Executive s previous comments 
and further stated that it wasn t up to him as the Mayor or other Councillors to challenge 
another s declaration.  

2. Mr Harry Bouzidis, 21 Parkinson Street, Noranda 
With reference to today s West Australian Inside Cover report, could you please answer the 
following questions.   
Question 1: 
Why was the letter to ratepayers reprinted?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that this document was reprinted because 
there was a mistake in its contect.  

Question 2: 
Who s decision was it to reprint these letters?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that the decision was his in regard to the 
reprinting of the letters.  

Question 3: 
Who signed off on the initial printer s draft letter before it went to print?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that it had presumed that he had seen the 
final draft prior to it going to print, which had not been the case.  

The Chief Executive Officer advised that this was an administrative error at the office level.  

Question 4: 
Was your photograph changed on the reprinted letters?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that his photograph was the same one as in 
the previous year.  (The Mayor held up both this year s and last year s copy of the rates 
notice letter showing the same photograph in each).  

Question 5: 
Approximately how many ratepayer notices were printed?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that there were approximately 20,000 
ratepayer notices printed.  

Question 6: 
What was the cost of reprinting these letters?  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro advised that the approximate  cost of reprinting these 
notices was $2,000.  
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3. Mr John Williams, Friends of Lightning Swamp Bushland, C/- 54 Matthews 
Close, Noranda 

(Mr Williams read out a statement that was permitted in the form of a presentation to 
Council). 
Prior to 2008 the North Metro Catchment Group had held grant funds on behalf of the Friends 
Group and in early 2008 Council had been informed of the plight of the Friends Group losing 
all funds following the collapse of NMCG in March 2008.  

The loss of the funds had markedly jeopardised the Groups future function and valuable 
conservation works planned for the bushland reserve and gratefully the Council agreed to 
reimburse the group for most of the funds lost.  The friends group in appreciation had given 
an undertaking that any monies would be given to the City of Bayswater.  

Therefore, I would like to present to the Council a cheque for $1,357.59 received from the 
liquidators KordaMentha and even though it is only a portion of the entire funds lost, it is a 
notable achievement shown by the community group to persistently pursue the liquidators for 
their entitlement as an unsecured creditor.  

4. Mr Ron Sharpe, 1 Endeavour Road, Morley 
Question 1: (Verbal) 
At number one (1) Endeavour Road we have been having a problem with drainage.  Now I ve 
sent a letter and there has been a promise that will be re-sealed.  There is a great whopping 
puddle at the end of the cul-de-sac, which people are using as bypass to get across Collier 
Road to the Galleria.  The problem here is, it s full of water, there is no drainage and we ve 
had the Engineer s out and they have checked it and have put a level on the road and have said 
that the road is now level.  That is correct, but if the road is level then there is no run off .  
The other thing is there is no water running into the drain or grate at the end cul-de-sac.  The 
shire has promised us that it will be re-surfaced for now seven years.  I have asked the 
Engineer s is it on the work list?  Apparently, it s not on the work list.  I don t know why, 
perhaps people can t spell Endeavour, I have no idea, but the problem is it s now a safety 
hazard.  We have wheelchairs and gofer machines that come from Crimea Street and have to 
drive through that water and it s a real rough area at the end to try and get across that path to 
the Galleria.  I have been promised it will happen in September, but the problem with 
September is there is no water on the Road.  I just want to know what will happen to 
Endeavour Road after seven years?  I have been here a long time.  

His Worship the Mayor, Cr Lou Magro thanked Mr Sharp for raising these concerns with 
Council and that the matter will be investigated and he will receive a written response.

5. Mrs Pat Lim, 1 Johnson Road, Maylands

Is it not true that Turfmaster was given the contract at the last Council meeting on proported 
facts, figures and percentages quoted to Council that are infact incorrect?  The figures on page 
24 of the last Agenda of 14 July don t work out to be those figures quoted.

Is it not true that Council had to seek the repayment from Turfmaster to the tune of 
$39,954.80 for overpayments of GST?  Special Council Meeting Minutes 2 August 2005.

Is it also not true that Council had to see the repayment from Turfmaster to the tune of 
$60,120.00 for overpayments made for incorrect kerbing quantities?  Special Council 
Meeting Minutes 2 August 2005.

I would also like to bring to your attention, I won t mention the name, I usually do but this 
time I let this one off the hook because it s in the transcripts of the Corruption and Crime 
Commission.  This person stated that he didn t have a very good friendship with Mr Evans of 
Turfmaster, yet the same person invited him to his 25th Wedding Anniversary, to his 50th 

Birthday party, to his son s 21st Birthday party, spent Christmas together and he says it s 
trivial.

1. MRS Form 1 and plans dated 1 May 2009 have been received for conservation and 
repair works to Lot 19, No. 9 Warnes Street, Maylands.  The works include replacing 
the guttering and roof sheeting on the existing dwelling, provision of downpipes, and 
the demolition of the freestanding laundry and water tank.  

2. The application proposes the partial funding of the development in accordance with the 
City s Heritage Fund Policy.  

3. Council consideration is required as the proposed development is a Heritage Listed 
property and the applicant has applied for funding assistance.

1. Council adopted the Heritage Fund Policy at its meeting of 24 October 2006.  

2. During the advertising period of the Heritage Fund Policy, prior to adoption, queries 
were raised about funding repair works for the Russian Orthodox Church (The Parish of 
the Apostles Sts Peter and Paul) at 163 Whatley Crescent, Bayswater.  As a result of 
submissions received the Policy was amended prior to adoption to include the following 
condition of eligibility:  
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The subject building must be more than 50 years old and must be contained on the 
City s Heritage List of Heritage Places within the area of Town Planning Scheme No. 
23 and/or 24;

  
3. As the Russian Orthodox Church was built in 1991, it did not meet the eligibility 

requirements of the Heritage Fund.  

4. The property at No. 9 Warnes Street, Maylands was built circa 1898, so is in excess of 
fifty years old and therefore eligible for funding assistance.  

5. The City of Bayswater has set aside funds with the intention that the funds will be used 
for maintenance and improvement of heritage listed buildings.  These funds are 
available for both residential and commercial properties.  The City s 2009/10 Municipal 
Budget contains $31,000 for the Heritage Incentives  Heritage Fund.  

Funding Application

  

6. The City received a request for heritage funding from the owner of Lot 19, No. 9 
Warnes Street, Maylands on 1 May 2009.  The request is for funding to the value of 
$4,000.  Two quotes for the works have been received for $12,273 (Scandica Home 
Solutions & Maintenance), and $12,600 (Total Roof Care).  

7. The requested funding is for works which include the replacement of the guttering and 
roof sheeting on the existing dwelling, provision of downpipes.  The applicant has 
advised that the funding application does not involve the demolition works.  

8. The site is a Classification 3 property on the Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places, 
and is included on the City of Bayswater Scheme List of Heritage Places.  

9. The applicant has provided a copy of the proposed works and quotations  
(refer Attachment No. 3 & 4).

  

10. The Heritage Fund Policy offers funding for residential and non-residential properties to 
the value of $4,000 and up to 50% of the value of the works.  

11. The proposal was referred to the Heritage Development Advisory Committee on  
15 June 2009.  

12. The proposal was then referred to Council on 23 June 2009.  Council resolved as 
follows:  

1. A second quote to be provided by the applicant on the proposed works; and 
2. Clarification that the quote(s) and Heritage Fund application do not include 

demolition works.

  

13. At the Council meeting Cr Turkington requested that once a second quote is received, 
the matter can be referred to Council, and not the Heritage Development Advisory 
Committee again.  
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14. A second quote has now been received.  The quotes do not include the proposed 
demolition works. 

Comment

 
1. The Council has allocated $31,000 on the current budget for Heritage Incentives 

 
Heritage Funding.  Under the criteria of the Heritage Fund Policy, the maximum 
funding for an application is $4,000 each.  

2. The proposed works involve replacing the guttering and roof sheeting, provision of 
down pipes are considered to meet the criteria for funding.  The applicant has also 
proposed to demolish the freestanding laundry and water tank which are in poor 
condition, however this will not be funded by the grant.  The works would improve the 
appearance of a heritage building that is prominently located on Warnes Street, 
Maylands.  

3. Given the above, $25,350 would remain within the 2009/2010 Municipal Budget for the 
Heritage Fund.    

4. Should the application be approved, the planning fees will be refunded in accordance 
with Council Policy Refund of Planning and Building Fees Policy No. TP-P 6.1 . 

Summary

 

1. The development application complies with the Town Planning Scheme No. 24 and 
Council Policy and the proposal is recommended for approval.

3. The applicant has indicated that the proposed use is for the sale of organic fruit and 
vegetables and health food groceries.  Also proposed is the sale of fresh health juices.  
The operation proposes to employ two (2) full time persons (the proprietors) and two 
part time staff.  The proposal provides for nine (9) parking bays which are addressed 
further in the report.  The area of the building to be used for the proposed use measures 
245m².  

4. The proposed use is considered to add to the variety of land uses in the area and will 
provide a service to local residents and employees looking for a healthy alternative in 
terms of food and ingredients in the locality.

5. The proposal makes provision for nine (9) parking bays on the site, which are the bays 
proportionately assigned to the tenancy.  Under the provisions of the TPS, parking is 
required to be provided at 6 bays per 100m², which results in twelve (12) parking bays 
required based on the floor area of the tenancy, representing a shortfall of three (3) bays.  

6. Whilst the tenancy has a total area of 245m², 73m² of this is allocated as warehouse 
space or storage area which is proposed to remain as a warehouse area for stock under 
the current proposal.  There are a number of additional parking bays available within the 
overall site and the nature of visits to the store are expected to be of approximately  
15-20 minute duration.  

7. The 3 (three) bay parking shortfall is considered acceptable, given the store is likely to 
attract customer visits of around 15-20 minutes which will result in regular turnover of 
parking bays.  The variation to the scheme standard is considered appropriate in this 
instance and is not considered to unduly affect the amenity of the surrounding area. 
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Summary

 
1. The proposal for a convenience store (organic fruit, vegetables and groceries) is 

considered to provide a service for local residents and will add to the variety of land use 
mix in the area.  The shortfall in car parking is considered to be mitigated by the 
likelihood of short customer visits of approximately 15-20 minutes and the availability 
of additional parking within the complex.

1. With regards to the design and layout of the building, the owner has advised that each of 
the rooms are purpose built.  Surgery 1 is for more complicated procedures such as 
operations; surgery 2 is for cosmetic procedures; the patient overflow room is for patient 
recovery; and there is a meeting room and a room for disabled.  The intention is to allow 
the dentist to attend to patients in one room, while other patients are waiting and/or 
rooms are being prepared.  

2. The proposal is located along Wellington Road which is an Other Regional Road 
under the Metropolitan Region Scheme.  The proposal was referred to the Department 
of Planning (DoP) for comment.

1. The applicant has indicated that the proposal is for the sale of European style bread and 
other traditional European products.  The products are proposed to be made on the 
premises as part of a wholesale bread manufacturing operation.  Local retail is an 
incidental component of the business.    

2. An item on a separate application for a change of use to recreation facility at Unit 5, 
No.28 Rudloc Road, Morley is on the agenda.  
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Comment

 
1. Assessment of the proposal indicates that the proposal complies with the provisions of 

Town Planning Scheme No.23 and Council Policy with the exception of the number of 
parking bays provided.  The use is also listed as discretional under the Scheme.    

Appropriateness of Use

 

2. The proposal is seeking a change of use for the subject site from office and 
warehouse to local shop which is a discretional use.  Previously, the site was 

approved as an office and warehouse and was operated by Factory Air , an air-
conditioning supplies business.  The applicant has advised that the proponent intends to 
bake bread and other related products on the premises for wholesale purposes.  Also 
proposed is the sale of the final products from the site via a small shopfront of 
approximately 13.6m² (approximately 8% of the total unit floor space).  

3. A local shop is defined as follows under Town Planning Scheme No.23:  

a shop in which the only goods sold are foodstuffs, toiletries, stationery or goods of a 
similar domestic nature intended for day to day consumption or use by persons living 
or working in the locality of the shop.

  

4. Whilst the predominant use is considered to be food manufacturing, the application 
does propose a shopfront that will sell direct to the public.  Food manufacturing is not a 
permitted use within Precinct No.8.  It is a matter for Council consideration to 
determine if the shopfront component is sufficient to fall within the category of local 
shop .    

5. Town Planning Scheme No.23 seeks to promote commercial development that is 
consistent with the uses within a city centre.  The proposed use of local shop is 
considered to be consistent with the intent and objectives outlined in the Scheme.    

6. The proposed change of use from office and warehouse to local shop is considered 
to be consistent with the desired variety of uses within Town Planning Scheme No.23.  

Parking

  

7. Under the provisions of Town Planning Scheme No.23, parking is required to be 
provided at a rate of 6 bays per 100m² of net lettable area, which equates to a 
requirement of 15 parking bays.  In this regard the previous tenancy was approved with 
parking provision for 9 bays.    

8. A review of the parking arrangements over the entire site has been conducted, inclusive 
of all 16 units within the complex.  The total number of bays available on the site is  
72 bays including 2 bays for people with disabilities.  An assessment of the approved 
uses in the complex has found that 90 bays are required, representing a shortfall of  
18 bays.  The application proposes to increase this parking shortfall by an additional  
6 bays, resulting to a total parking shortfall of 24 bays.  
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9. The applicant has advised that the proponent will operate from 11pm to 6am (3 persons 
employed), and 6am to 3pm (1 person employed).  It is envisaged that the majority of 
customers to the proposed local shop would be occur during the morning period.  The 
operation of the business from 11pm to 6am is not considered to be problematic with 
regard to parking, as demand during this time is considered to be significantly less.  
The 6am to 3pm period is likely to result in the greatest demand for parking bays.  
Inspections of the site have found that on-site parking bays are not utilised to full 
capacity during the daytime period.  Furthermore, the nature of customer visits would 
be envisaged to be of approximately 10-15 minute duration that would provide for a 
regular turnover of parking bays.    

10. Given the scale and nature of the proposed business, the number of parking bays 
available on the site, and the envisaged turnover of parking bays, it is considered that 
the number of parking bays available on the site is appropriate in this instance.   

Summary

 

The proposal for a change of use to local shop will add to the variety of uses within the area 
and is considered to be consistent with the intent and objectives with regard to land use within 
the scheme area.  The variation to parking is considered to be sustainable given that use of 
parking bays are likely to be turned over at regular intervals and also given the complex has a 
large number of available parking bays during the day.

1. MRS Form 1 and plans dated 24 June 2009 have been received for a proposed change of 
use to Recreation Facility at Unit 5, No.28 Rudloc Road, Morley.  

2. The proposal comprises a change of use from the existing use of showroom and 
warehouse to a recreation facility (fitness and martial arts training classes).  

3. Council consideration is required as the proposed use of recreation facility is listed as 
a discretional use under the provisions of Town Planning Scheme No.23, Precinct No.8 
and to consider a shortfall in car parking.

1. The applicant has advised that the proposed recreation facility involves the training of 
students of all ages in the art of karate.  The applicant has further stated that business 
promotes healthy lifestyles with a view to facilitating improved physical conditioning.    

2. An item on a separate application for a change of use to local shop at Unit 13,  
No.28 Rudloc Road, Morley is on the agenda. 
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Comment

 
1. Assessment of the proposal indicates that the application complies with the provisions 

of Town Planning Scheme No.23 and Council Policy with the exception of car parking.  
The use of Recreation Facility is listed as a discretional use.    

Appropriateness of Use

 

2. The proposal is seeking approval for a change of use from the existing use of 
showroom and warehouse to a recreation facility (fitness and martial arts training 

classes).  

3. The applicant has advised that the recreation facility involves the training of students in 
the art of karate which provides for increased physical activity and conditioning.  On  
17 May 2007 approval was granted for the use of Unit 5 as a warehouse , and was 
used for storing company records, rock samples and vehicles.    

4. Town Planning Scheme No.23 seeks to provide for a variety of land uses that are 
consistent with that of a city centre.  It is worth noting that Council has previously 
approved a dance studio within the complex at Unit 8, which has since ceased operating 
from the site.  The use of recreation facility will add to the variety of uses within the 
complex and Precinct No.8.  

5. The proposed change of use from showroom and warehouse to recreation facility 
is considered to be consistent with the desired variety of uses within Town Planning 
Scheme No.23.    

Parking

 

6. The unit has 6 parking bays that are available for the tenancy.  Under the provisions of 
Town Planning Scheme No.23, parking for a recreation facility is required to be 
provided at a rate of 1 bay per 10m² of net lettable area, which results in a requirement 
of 15 bays, based on the net lettable floor area of 152m².    

7. The applicant has stated that the main classes would be approximately 4.30pm to 
9.30pm, Monday to Friday, and 8am to 5pm on Saturdays.  The class sizes are limited 
to 20 persons per class, with each class lasting approximately 1.5  2 hours.  Additional 
personal training sessions are proposed to be conducted before office hours.    

8. The complex has a number of parking bays that are used only sparingly as the existing 
uses on site do not generate significant parking demand.  The complex provides for  
72 parking bays, including 2 bays for people with disabilities, overall, with a current 
shortfall over the entire complex of 18 bays.  The weekday evening classes will attract 
the most patrons, being the main classes.  The demand for parking is considered to be 
lesser after hours as a number of businesses within the complex would cease operating 
at that time, providing for a reciprocal use of parking facilities.  In addition, by limiting 
the number of students to a maximum of 20 students per class, this will ensure that the 
demand for parking bays is able to be sustained without unduly impacting on the other 
uses within the complex.  
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9. Given the nature of the class times being after normal business hours on weekdays and 
from 8am to 5pm on Saturdays, there is considered to be sufficient parking facilities 
available through reciprocal parking arrangements with other uses in the complex.  The 
variation to parking standards is considered to be sustainable in this instance.   

Summary

 

The proposal for a change of use to recreation facility will provide for a variety of uses within 
Precinct No.8 of the Central City Area.  The use is considered consistent with the intent and 
objectives regarding land use within the Scheme area.  The variation to parking is considered 
to be appropriate as classes are limited to after normal business hours on weekdays, and 8am 
to 5pm Saturdays, where reciprocal parking facilities within the site are available.  
Notwithstanding, it is considered prudent to cap the maximum number of students per class to 
a maximum of 20 students to ensure that adjoining uses in the complex are not unduly 
affected.  

The proposal is recommended for approval.

1. MRS Form 1 and plans dated 7 May 2009 have been received for a retrospective change 
of use for a child day care centre (outside school hours and vacation care) at Lot 7,  
No s 5 - 7 Slade Street, Bayswater.  

2. The proposal comprises the use of the existing church building for after school hour s 
care and vacation/school holidays care, outside of the church s operating hours.  The 
outside school hours care is for children aged between 5 and 12 years old and the 
proposed operating hours are 2.30pm until 6.30pm Monday to Friday, and 6.30am to 
6.30pm during Vacation Care.  

3. Council consideration is required for the following matters: 
a) To consider the appropriateness of the use as it is located on a Local Scheme 

Reserve; and 
b) Eight (8) submissions were received during the advertising period.

1. A complaint was received from a surrounding landowner on 5 January 2009 in relation 
to Jacaranda Childcare conducting activities from the site without Council approval.  

2. Correspondence was sent to the owners of the site (Apostolic Church Trust) on 
16 January 2009 requesting an explanation of the activities taking place.  

3. Comment was received from the Apostolic Church Trust on 22 January 2009, advising 
that Jacaranda Childcare had approached the Church Trust asking to lease the room used 
by the church for children s activities.  Jacaranda Childcare also advised the use of the 
facilities provides rent income to the Church to assist in its ongoing activities.  

4. Correspondence was sent to Jacaranda Childcare on 24 February, 2009 requesting a 
detailed description of the activities taking place from the site.  A request was also made 
to cease all childcare activities occurring from the site.  Further letters were sent on 
31 March 2009, and 2 April 2009 as no response was received.  The letter dated  
2 April 2009 also requested a development application be submitted for the use.  

5. Correspondence was received by the City on 6 April 2009 from the Manager of 
Jacaranda Outside School Hours Care stating the following:  

a) The outside school hours care is for children aged between 5 and 12 years old: 
b) The room leased from Metro Community Christian Community as large enough to 

cater for 39 children, which require 3 staff, and is already running on an average 
on 23 children per afternoon; 

c) Prior to opening, the service had met all licencing requirements under the Outside 
School Hours Care Regulations, enforced by the Child Care Licencing Unit 
through the Department of Communities.  The venue, size, procedures, policies, 
availability of parking, outdoor area, health and safety items required were passed, 
and the venue was deemed fit for an outside school hours venue (refer to 
attachment No. 4); 

d) The operating hours are 2.30pm until 6.30pm Monday to Friday, and 6.30am to 
6.30pm during Vacation Care; and 

e) The facility provides a service to the enrolled local parents and children requiring 
a safer environment (under the supervision of the Department of Community 
Protection).  

6. An unsigned MRS Form 1 and a floor plan were also submitted with the 
correspondence, and no fee was paid.  

7. A request was made by the City on 6 April 2009 to submit a complete Change of Use 
application for the outside school hours and vacation care, including a signed MRS 
Form 1, payment of fee, and submission of plans.  A complete application, the subject 
of this report, was received on 7 May 2009.  
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Submissions

 
8. In accordance with the City s policy on child day care centres, the proposal was 

advertised to the community for public comment.  At the completion of the comment 
period, eight (8) submissions were received objecting to the proposal.  

9. The objections raised the following issues in relation to the proposal: 
a) Slade Street is an inappropriate location due to the speed and volume of traffic; 
b) There are no traffic calming devices installed; 
c) The proposal is dangerous to pedestrians using the footpath; 
d) The Church has an aging asbestos roof; 
e) The building might not comply with safety / facility guidelines; 
f) There are no barriers between Slade Street and the Church; 
g) The section of Slade Street where the Church is located contains a crest which 

contains visual barriers to drivers; 
h) Increased noise and traffic will impact adversely on surrounding residences; 
i) Jacaranda staff are using car horns when entering / exiting the property; 
j) The submitters do not wish for any signage to be erected; and 
k) The Outside School Hours Care has already been operating without Council 

approval. 

Comment

 

Compliance with the Scheme and Policy Requirements

 

1. Assessment of the application indicates that the proposed development complies with 
the Town Planning Scheme No. 24 and Council Policies.  Consideration is required as 
the site is a scheme reserve.  

Appropriateness of Use

 

2. The site is located within a Local Scheme Reserve for Public Purposes 

 

Religious 
Institution .  The site is zoned Urban under the Metropolitan Region Scheme.  

3. Clause 6.4 of Town Planning Scheme No. 24 states as follows:  

In deciding whether or not to grant its planning approval under Clause 6.3 
(Development of Local Reserves), Council shall in addition to the matters specified in 
clause 3.6.1, have regard to the ultimate purpose intended for the reserve and shall  in  
the case of land reserved for the purposes of a public authority confer with that 
authority.

  

4. Essentially, where an applicant is seeking to use a scheme reserve for a purpose other 
than the specified nominated purpose, the scheme provides a mechanism for Council to 
consider other uses, providing that the use is consistent with the ultimate purpose of the 
reserve in the opinion of Council.  Council is therefore required to determine whether or 
not the use of the reserve for a child care centre is consistent with the use of a reserve 
whose intended purpose is as a Religious Institution .  

5. The child day care centre (outside school hours and vacation care) is considered 
consistent with the use of the reserve as it provides a service from a building already 
equipped with a room used for children s activities.  The child day care activities are to 
be conducted outside of the church operating hours, and as such allow the building to be 
used at times when it would otherwise not be used. 
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6. Whilst the outside school hours and vacation care is to be run by a commercial 

operation the actual activity or use is the core issue.  Whilst the church currently 
operates only on Sundays there are no planning restrictions for the church conducting 
activities or congregations more frequently.  In this regards the use of one room of the 
building for the care of children by a commercial provider is not considered to be an 
activity which is greater than that which could take place at the site.  Given that the 
room and outside area is currently used for children it is considered that the use of the 
site is acceptable and is not inconsistent with the existing activity on the site.  

Council Policy

 

7. Policy TP-P 3.2 Child Day Care Centres ensures that the development of child day 
care centres in residential area is compatible with surrounding land uses and does not 
detract from the residential amenity of the area.  

8. Child day care centres are required to be located so that the centre do not adversely 
affect the environmental and amenity standards of the surrounding residential area and 
do not detract from the residential character of the streetscape.  The site is also required 
to be easily accessible by residents of the surrounding neighbourhood, and be within 
close proximity to other trip generating land uses.  

9. The child day care centre (outside school hours and vacation care) component is 
accommodated within an area of 135m2 which is some 13.5% of the total building floor 
space, and sits on a site area of 4017m2.  It is considered that the proposal will not 
adversely affect the amenity of the surrounding residents.  The proposal may result in an 
increase in activity in the area, particularly during peak periods, however this is 
considered to be consistent with the existing use as a public (church) building.  The site 
is easily accessible as it is located within close proximity to Guildford Road which is a 
Primary Regional Road, as well as numerous business, mixed use and general industrial 
uses.  It is not considered to detract from the residential character of the streetscape as it 
is an existing public (church) building with no modifications proposed.  

10. In accordance with the policy, the proposal provides adequate on-site parking, 
established landscaping along the front boundary, and suitable pedestrian access from 
the parking area to the entry of the building.  

11. Council policy states that children are not permitted to arrive at the centre prior to 
7.15am, or leave later that 6.30pm on weekdays.  The applicant has advised that the 
requested hours of operation is 2.30pm until 6.30pm Monday to Friday, and 6.30am to 
6.30pm during vacation care (school holidays).  A condition has been included in the 
Officer s recommendation limiting the childcare activities to occur from 2.30pm to 
6.30pm Monday to Friday, and 7.15am to 6.30pm during vacation care as per the 
Council Policy.  
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12. The policy also requires Council to have regard to information in respect to the number 
of childcare facilities within a 1.5km radius of the proposal.  Jacaranda Childcare 
Centre, situated at No. 456 

 
460 Guildford Road, Bayswater is located within 900m of 

the proposal at No s 5 - 7 Slade Street.  The proposal is an extension of the existing 
childcare service Jacaranda Childcare provides as there appears to be a growing 
community need for childcare services.  The proposal is considered to be consistent with 
the increasing demand for outside school hour s care, and is providing a service to the 
surrounding community.  

Traffic Management

 

Parking 
13. The proposed change of use generates a requirement of 11 bays.  The site has 26 bays 

available for use.  This is considered ample for the proposed change of use.  The outside 
school hours and vacation care is to be conducted outside of church operation hours, 
meaning the entire parking area will be available for use.  

Traffic 
14. The submissions received have objected to the proposal based on the potential impacts 

from additional vehicle movements and traffic in the area as a result of the proposal.  

15. It is considered that the impact on surrounding residential properties would be limited 
given the volume of the proposed traffic relative to the total capacity of the street.  The 
use of the site and the hours of operation are recommended to be reduced so that the 
impact of activity in the mornings is reduced during school holidays, and there are no 
traffic impacts in the mornings during school terms.  

16. Furthermore, whilst the church predominately operates on Sundays, there are no 
planning restrictions limiting the church from operating more frequently during the 
week.  Given this, the additional use proposed by this application is considered to be 
commensurate with any additional church activity that could occur on the site without 
the need for further approvals.  

17. Concerns have been raised as the surrounding landowners believe the development 
occurring on the corner of Slade Street and Guildford Road will have a considerable 
impact on the traffic travelling down Slade Street, and do not want any other 
development approved which may result in additional traffic.  The proposed childcare 
activities the subject of this report are a separate application, which are to be considered 
on its merits.    

18. The City s Engineering Department has provided comment stating that considering the 
number of children (maximum of 39) and the amount of parking onsite, no traffic 
problems are anticipated.  

19. The City s Engineering Department has further advised that the first meeting of the 
Slade Street Traffic Management Working Party was held on Wednesday 22 July 2009, 
and the traffic management outcomes of the working party are expected to be finalised 
and implemented within 12 months.  The City s Engineering Department have advised 
that there were no matters raised at that meeting would preclude or impact the proposal.  
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20. The Engineering Department has further advised that the use of the site for child day 
care (outside school hours and vacation care) and the traffic arising from the proposal 
would not significantly alter traffic volumes in the street and on this basis it is 
considered that if approval is granted, there is no need to limit the approval term.  

21. Other concerns have been raised about child and pedestrian safety from any increase in 
vehicle movements, especially during peak hours.  Vehicles accessing the carpark will 
be expected to enter and exit the carpark at appropriate speeds with due consideration to 
children and pedestrians, and in this regard is similar to vehicles accessing the site for 
religious activities.  A recommended condition of approval is for these matters to be 
addressed in a suitable management plan and thereafter implemented and maintained.  

Barriers/Fencing 
22. The applicant has advised that under the Children and Community Services (Outside 

School Hours Care) Regulations 2006 barriers are not required as the children are 
supervised by trained childcare staff.  The relevant regulations do not require fencing to 
be installed, however, the applicant should be requested to install appropriate and 
aesthetically pleasing barriers/fencing to ensure the protection and safety of children.  

Crest in the Road 
23. The City s Technical Services have advised that whilst there is a crest, it does meet with 

the relevant standards and it is not considered that safety will be compromised.  

Other Concerns

 

Asbestos Roofing 
24. Concerns have been raised over the existing asbestos roofing and the possible impact 

this may have of the children attending the facility.  An inspection of the premises has 
been undertaken by the City s Environmental Health staff.  Environmental Health 
Services have provided comment indicating that the roof is approximately 40 years old, 
and has been subject to the normal weathering processes from the sun, wind and rain.  
Notwithstanding this, the roof appears to be structurally stable, and is not broken or 
damaged.  Environmental Health Services have stated that it could be expected from 
asbestos material that is used in this situation, that there would be some weathering that 
has naturally occurred over time to the surface of the product.  

25. A condition has been inserted in the Officer s recommendation requiring written 
certification be provided to the City from a suitability qualified practitioner stating the 
roof is safe and sound with respect to structural adequacy and environmental health 
issues associated with asbestos.  Two advice notes have also been added suggesting the 
asbestos roofing material be either removed or sealed to the satisfaction of the City; and 
any works relating to the roof must be undertaken in accordance with the requirements 
of the Department of Consumer and Employment Protection and the Department of 
Health.  

26. The applicant has advised that the Church will look into this as a separate issue, as the 
children s safety is paramount.  
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Building Safety 
27. The applicant has advised that in order to obtain a licence to operate the service, the site 

was inspected by an Officer from the Department of Communities  
(refer to attachment No. 4).  It is the responsibility of the operators of the child care 
centre to ensure the premises complies with the Children and Community Services 
(Outside School Hours Care) Regulations 2006.  

Staff Using Car Horns 
28. Several submissions received have complained of the Jacaranda staff using car horns 

when entering and exiting the property.  The applicant advised that Jacaranda Childcare 
was not aware this was occurring and will remind staff of the correct use of motor 
vehicle horns.  The City s Officers consider excessive use of car horns to be 
inappropriate, and as such a condition has been added which requires a noise 
management plan be submitted addressing this issue.   
Other Noise Issues 

29. The property is a church site and as such has the capacity to hold a greater number of 
people than that proposed by the current application.  Given this, the noise created is 
considered to be minor in relation to the church and associated noise context of the site. 
Signage 

30. Several submissions have requested that no signage is to be erected on the site.  No 
signage has been erected, nor does the applicant wish to erect any signage in the future.  
A condition inserted in the Officer s recommendation is that no signage associated with 
the activity be erected.  

Operation without Council Approval 
31. The applicant has advised that this is a genuine oversight.  Approval was sought from 

the Department of Communities and the applicant thought this was sufficient to conduct 
the outside school hours and vacation care from the subject site.  

Summary

 

1. The proposal for a child day care centre (outside school hours and vacation care) in a 
building currently used by the Metro Christian Community Church is considered to 
have merit.  The use of the church as a child day care centre for outside school hour s 
care and vacation care is considered to be consistent with the use of the subject Local 
Reserve and the building is already equipped with a room used for children s activities, 
and allows the building to be used for a community purpose at times when it would 
otherwise not be used.  

2. The proposal may result in an increase in activity in the area, particularly during peak 
periods.  However, as there is ample off-street parking for the site, it is considered that 
the traffic relating to the proposal will be contained on site, rather than spilling onto the 
road reserve.  

3. The proposal for the additional use of site as a childcare centre is considered to meet 
with the requirements of the scheme and is recommended for approval.

1. The existing building was built circa 1900 and is listed as Classification 2 on the 

City s Municipal Inventory of Heritage Places. The existing use of the building includes 
two (2) commercial tenancies, consisting a real estate office and fish and chips shop. 
The development application proposes the change of use from an office to restaurant 
and shop.  

2. The Indian restaurant and shop proposes to sell all pre-packed spices and lentils and 
other daily use household products and the restaurant component will serve Indian style 
tea/coffee and pre-packed Indian snacks. In addition the applicant has advised no food 
will be manufactured on-site and will only serve pre-packed Indian snacks and 
beverages.  

3. Assessment of the application indicates that the proposal complies with Scheme 
requirements with the exception of car parking.   

Heritage

 

4. Lot 47 No. 67 Eighth Avenue, Maylands is listed under the City s Municipal Heritage 
Inventory as a classification 2 building. The building is a representative example of an 
early shop and has historic value for its association with the development of the 
Maylands townsite, making a significant contribution to this streetscape. Furthermore 
the application does not involve any external alterations to the structure of the building 
and maintains the integrity of the existing heritage building.  

Appropriateness of use

 

5. Eighth Avenue is characterised by a number of small businesses occupying an important 
group of heritage buildings.  

6. The proposed use is best classified as a Restaurant and Shop in accordance with 
Town Planning Scheme No. 24.  It is considered that two use classes are appropriate in 
this instance given that the proposed café/shop would serve both dining in customers 
and takeaway clientele, as well as offering retail items for sale such as Indian spices and 
snacks.  The uses of Shop and Restaurant are listed as Permitted uses within 
Business Zones under the Scheme.  

7. For the purposes of calculating car parking provisions, the floor space has been divided 
in equal proportions between the two use classes.   

8. The proposed use is considered to be consistent with the surrounding commercial 
activities of the Maylands Town Centre, and would enhance the vibrancy of the area. 
The proposed café/shop is also considered to contribute to the objectives of the 
Maylands Transit Orientated Development (TOD) project. The proposed use is 
considered appropriate for the site.   

9. The applicant has advised that the café/shop will be open for trade between 10am and 
8pm, Monday to Sunday.  
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Car Parking

 
10. As previously mentioned, there are two (2) tenancies on the site with eight (8) car bays 

provided at the rear of the site and another three (3) on-street car parking bays. For the 
purpose of calculating parking, the eight (8) car bays have been allocated to the 
tenancies on a pro rata basis.   

11. The proposed uses of the site as Restaurant and Shop require parking to be provided 
at the ratio of seven (7) bays per 100m² of Gross Leasable Area (GLA) for Shop and 
ten (10) bays per 100m² for Restaurant according to the standards listed in Town 
Planning Scheme No. 24.  The proposed use therefore requires 15 bays, which is a 
shortfall of seven (7) bays.   

12. It is considered that the parking provided on site will adequately cater for the existing 
tenancy and the proposed café/shop despite the car parking shortfall due to the 
following reasons:  

a) There is no capacity for additional parking to be provided on-site, as the site forms 
part of heritage listed area in the Maylands town centre. In addition a shop use 
for the subject site requires a total of 15 bays, therefore the change of use from 
shop to restaurant and shop does not demonstrate any change in 

requirements.  

b) The site is located within 150m of Maylands train station, and is visible to 
commuters walking between the train station and Eighth Avenue.  It is considered 
that a proportion of customers would commute via public transport;   

c) The proposed café/shop is considered to contribute to the objectives of the 
Maylands Transit Orientated Development (TOD) project, and will enhance the 
vibrancy of the area; and  

d) There is existing on-street parking located at the front of the proposed café/shop, 
which potentially provides a further three (3) car parking bays.  Additional 
parking is also available at Maylands train station and at a number of other 
locations within the Maylands Town Centre.   

13. Clause 5.5 of Town Planning Scheme No. 24 allows Council to vary development 
standards in order to preserve a heritage-listed site. Based on the above, the proposed 
on-site parking provisions are supported.   

Right of Way Widening

 

14. The right of way (ROW) at the rear of the lot is presently 3.0m in width. In accordance 
with the City s ROW study and the provisions of the Western Australian Planning 
Commission s Development Control Policies, it is recommended that ROW s be 
widened to 6.0m to provide for safe vehicle movement and potential for future 
dedication.   
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15. To facilitate this, it will be necessary for 1.5m of the lot adjoining the ROW to be ceded 
to the City of Bayswater free of cost. Whilst this requirement may seem onerous at face 
value, the reality is that this land would otherwise not be available for development as it 
is required for vehicle manoeuvring as this requirement is consistently applied to this 
precinct. Furthermore a condition has been recommended that after occupation of the 
premises the City can require the applicant to cede the ROW upon written request. 

Summary

 

The proposed café/shop is considered to be consistent and compatible with the existing uses in 
Maylands Town Centre, and will enhance the vibrancy of the area.  Dispensation for the 
provision of car parking can be justified given the heritage significance of the place and the 
site s location in Maylands Town Centre, which provides access to public transport and other 
car parking opportunities.  On this basis approval is recommended.

1. In October 1998 Council considered a proposal to establish a salvage yard, engineering 
workshop and inert waste transfer station and recycling facility and resolved that 
approval be issued for the Storage of Material only.  

2. In September 2001 Council approved the use of the site as an inert waste transfer station 
and recycling facility with the storage and sorting of material to be contained within the 
existing shed.  Accordingly the approval was subject to a number of conditions 
including:- 

a) Trucks bringing in or removing material shall have their loads completely 
covered and wetted to prevent dust emission in transit.  

b) The main processing shed shall have the doors kept closed except when trucks 
are arriving and exiting.  

c) The main processing shed shall operate under a slight negative air pressure by 
keeping doors and windows closed and controlling inlet and outlet airflows to 
buildings via mechanical ventilation and incorporate a dust filtration system at 
outlet points.  

d) Obtaining, maintaining and compliance with Environmental Licence 

  

3. In February 2002 planning approval was granted for an office and amenities building.    

4. In May 2002 planning approval was granted for alterations to the approved office 
amenities and carpark.  

5. Following complaints being received in relation to dust and general disturbance, the 
City commenced investigations in November 2004 into the operations of the site.  
During these investigations it was confirmed that the site was operating outside the 
conditions of approval by undertaking outside sorting of materials.    

6. In January 2005 the Council resolved to pursue legal action in relation to the above non-
compliance, by way of issuing a Written Direction under the Planning and Development 
Act 2005.  The formal Notice was issued on 3 February 2005 and successfully 
prosecuted the operator/owner of the site.  Follow up inspections conducted after the 
prosecution in 2005 did not indicate that outside sorting was taking place.  
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7. As a result of the previous action, the site was subject to compliance monitoring and in 
May 2007 it was revealed that the business was again operating in breach of its approval 
by sorting material outside the shed.  

8. Council considered and granted retrospective planning approval at the Ordinary Meeting 
on 14 October 2008 for outside storage and sorting of waste material.  The approval of 
Council required the proponent to manage the on-site operations in accordance with the 
Environmental Management Plan, including provisions for groundwater, stormwater, 
traffic, noise, asbestos, odour, litter, pest and dust management.  The report to Council 
indicated that the proposed use was consistent with the objective and purpose of the 
General Industrial zone, however concerns existed regarding environmental and amenity 
impacts should the proposal not be implemented in accordance with the approved 
Environmental Management Plan.    

9. The City is monitoring the site closely as there have been occurrences of dust emanating 
from the site.  The City has informed the applicant that matters relating to dust 
suppression are required to be managed in accordance with the conditions of the 
Council approval and the terms of the Environmental Management Report that formed 
part of the approval granted on 14 October 2008.  Inspections from the City s 
Environmental Health and Planning departments are continuing in relation to this matter 
to ensure that compliance with the terms of the existing approval are maintained.    

10. Council s previous resolution from the Ordinary Meeting on 14 October 2008 stipulated 
that an inert waste transfer station and recycling facility is considered to fall within the 
Town Planning Scheme use class definition of Industry .  

11. The truck wheel wash indicated on the plans was previously approved by Council.  
Landscaping is provided in accordance with the requirements of Town Planning Scheme 
No.24 (TPS 24), including an existing landscaping strip along the front setback area of 
the property.  

12. The plans indicate that 21 car bays are provided on the site.  The provisions of TPS 24 
state that parking is required to be provided at a rate of 2 bays per 100m², which equates 
to 44 parking bays.  The replacement shed does not increase the existing floorspace of 
the building, and the applicant has stated that there is to be no net change in the number 
of employees.  The number of parking bays was approved previously at the Ordinary 
Meeting of Council on 14 October 2008 with the same amount of floorspace.  

13. The applicant made a commitment to Council to upgrade the façade of the shed in 
correspondence dated 17 December 2008 that was presented at the Ordinary Meeting on 
14 October 2008.  This commitment to upgrade the shed façade which has a deteriorated 
appearance was not part of the conditions of approval as resolved by Council on that 
date.  

Comment

 

Compliance with the Scheme Requirements

 

1. Assessment of the application indicates that the proposed development complies with 
the provisions of the City s Town Planning Scheme No. 24 and Council Policies, with 
the exception of the front setback, the height of the shed and car parking.   
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Front Setback

 
2. The application proposes the replacement of the existing shed with a new shed structure.  

The setback of the proposed shed is shown at 3 metres from the front property 
boundary.  The provisions of the City s Town Planning Scheme No.24 stipulate a front 
setback requirement of 13.5 metres.  The applicant has advised that the floor area of the 
shed is not being altered from the current floor plan.  

3. The proposed shed replaces an existing structure of a similar size, which was 
constructed over 30 years ago.  The current proposal seeks to maintain the current 
setback.  The provision of a greater setback will reduce the area available for waste 
sorting activities within the site.  

4. The reduced setback is not considered to unduly impact on the amenity of the industrial 
area and is consistent with the setback of the current structure.  

Wall/Roof Height 

 

5. Council resolved to approve Amendment No. 1 of Town Planning Scheme No.24 at the 
Ordinary Council Meeting on 26 May 2009 (Item 13.2), which allows in non- 
residential areas a maximum wall height of 9.0 metres and maximum roof height of 12.0 
metres.  The amendment is currently with the WA Planning Commission for final 
endorsement.  Assessment of the current application indicates a proposed wall height of 
13.0 metres and a roof height of 15.0 metres at the highest point.  

6. The proposed shed has the same maximum height as that of the existing shed which has 
a height of 13 metres.  The shed to be demolished is a curved dome structure without 
walls that was evident in past industrial construction methods.  The applicant has 
advised that to replace the shed with an identical structure would be at a significantly 
greater cost, as the curved roof would need to be custom made.  

7. The existing curved dome shed and proposed replacement shed are both visible to 
passing traffic along Tonkin Highway, although the replacement shed will appear higher 
and larger due to the 13 metre wall heights proposed.    Whilst the proposed shed will 
appear larger in terms of bulk and scale than the existing shed, the proposal will 
generally improve the appearance of the site, given the deteriorating appearance of the 
existing structure.  Notwithstanding, the height of the shed should be reduced by 2.0 
metres to 13.0 metres which means that the proposed replacement shed would be the 
same height as the existing and remaining shed and would result in a total height 
variation of only 1.0 metre.  The bulk and scale of the replacement shed with a 
maximum height of 13.0 metres is not considered to unduly impact on the amenity of 
the area.  An appropriate condition has been included in the Officer s recommendation 
limiting the total height to a maximum of 13.0 metres.  

Environmental Management

 

8. The City has been liaising with the applicant with regard to how the terms of the 
environmental management plan and the conditions of Council s approval granted on  
14 October 2008 are to be met during the demolition and construction of the 
replacement shed.    
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9. The City has been informed by the applicant that the following procedures are proposed 
to ensure compliance is maintained:  

a) The construction site (part of the building involve in replacement of roof) will be 
cordoned off for construction safety. 

b) A full time supervisor from Instant Waste and builder's site representative will 
provide standing supervision during construction. 

c) The gate house will be relocated next to the gate entrance adjacent to wash trough 
to control ingress/egress of traffic flow. 

d) Business operation will remain the same and as per the approved environmental 
management plan. 

e) The material will be stored in the existing shed next to the area under construction. 
Only one-third of the existing shed being renovated during construction, hence the 
balance two-third of the area is being used to store the material. The area is under 
cover of existing roof. 

f) The dust suppression measures have been in placed at this existing area and will 
be utilised to provide dust suppression. 

g) The environmental management plan will be maintained and operation procedures 
remain unchanged under current plan.  

10. The applicant has advised the City that the operations on site will fully comply with the 
conditions of Council s approval on 14 October 2008 and the all requirements of the 
environmental management plan that formed part of the approval.  The City will 
continue regular monitoring of the site to ensure compliance is maintained.  

Summary

 

1. The application for the replacement of an existing shed proposes variations to the front 
setback, building height and car parking requirements under Town Planning Scheme 
No.24.  The front setback as proposed is considered acceptable given that the shed is 
largely a replacement of the existing structure with the same floorspace and front 
setback.  The height of the proposal is recommended to be reduced in height by 2.0 
metres which would mean that the height of the proposal would be 13.0 metres which is 
the height of the existing and remaining structure.  Whilst the shed as recommended will 
have greater bulk and scale, the existing structure has a deteriorated appearance and 
contemporary construction methods require the replacement structure to be constructed 
with walls and a roof.  The proposal with a maximum height of 13.0 metres will 
improve the appearance of the site and is not considered to unduly affect the amenity of 
the area.  Car parking is consistent with the previous approval of Council and no 
increase in floorspace or the number of employees is proposed.    

2. The applicant has advised that the site will comply fully with the terms of the previous 
planning approval and the environmental management plan during the demolition and 
construction of the replacement shed.    

3. The proposal is recommended for approval.

On 1 February 2006 approval was granted for construction of a single house at the subject 
property.  On 31 March, 2009 the City received amended plans to the single dwelling showing 
amendments to the garage setbacks.  The amended plans show the garage set back a distance 
of 1.19m from the right of way and a reduced building setback of 0.91m to the south eastern 
boundary.  On the original approval the garage was shown setback a distance of 2.5m from 
the right of way, although this is reduced to 1.5m when the right of way widening is included.  
In addition to this, the building setback to the south-eastern boundary was shown at a distance 
of 1.21m. 

Comment

 

1. Assessment of the application indicates that the development complies with the 
acceptable development standards of the R-Codes, the City s Town Planning Scheme 
No. 24 and Council policies, with the exception of setback variations from the garage to 
the right of way and south-eastern boundaries.  

2. It is understood that the landowner and the builder are in dispute regarding the 
construction of the dwelling.  

Garage Setback to Right of Way

  

3. The acceptable development of the R-Codes require:  

a) Garages to be set behind the street setback line; 
b) Garages to be setback 1.5m from a secondary street; 
c) Carports within the street setback area to not exceed 50% of the lot frontage at the 

building line; and 
d) Garages to be setback 4.5m from the primary street, or at 0.5m behind the 

dwelling alignment.  

4. The subject garage setback is 1.19m. Given that the setback of the garage does not meet 
the acceptable development criteria, it has been assessed under the performance criteria.   

5. The relevant performance criteria requires:  

The setting back of carports and garages so as not to detract from the streetscape or 
appearance of the dwelling, or obstruct views of dwellings from the street and vice 
versa.

  

6. The setback variation is not considered to detract from the streetscape in terms of 
building bulk as the rest of the dwelling in accordance with the acceptable development 
provisions, nor does it obstruct views between the dwelling and the right of way.  
Therefore the garage setback variation is considered to meet the performance criteria of 
the R-Codes and is supported.   

Garage Setback to Side Boundary

  

7. The acceptable development standards of the R-Codes require the wall abutting the 
south-eastern boundary to be set back 1m.  The plans show the wall being set back 
0.91m.  The wall has therefore been assessed against the performance criteria.  
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8. The relevant performance criteria of the R-Codes state:  

Buildings setback from boundaries other than street boundaries so as to: 

 
provide adequate direct sun and ventilation to the building; 

 
ensure adequate direct sun and ventilation being available to adjoining 
properties;

assist with protection of access to direct sun for adjoining properties; 

 

assist in ameliorating the impacts of building bulk on adjoining properties; and 

 

assist in protecting privacy between adjoining properties.

  

9. The setback variation is considered to provide adequate direct sun and ventilation to the 
building, adjoining properties and open spaces. The set back variation is not considered 
to unduly impact upon the adjoining property in terms of building bulk and privacy. The 
owner of the adjoining property has provided a letter of non-objection to the proposed 
variation. Therefore it is considered that the wall meets the performance criteria and is 
supported. 

Summary

 

Assessment of the application indicates that the subject garage complies with the acceptable 
development standards of the R-Codes, the City s Town Planning Scheme No. 24 and Council 
policies, with the exception of the garage setback variations to the right of way (ROW) and 
south-eastern side boundary.

Compliance with the Scheme and R-Code Requirements

variation to the City s two storey height limit.  

Wall Height

  

2. The acceptable development standards of the R-Codes requires that wall and building 
height do not exceed the following requirements:

Background

 

1. Council entered into a lease agreement with the Morley and Districts Recreation Club 
Incorporated in 1983, followed by a Deed of Variation of Lease executed in 1988 to 
extend the term of the lease.  

2. Over the years Council has approved a number of extensions to the existing building 
which include various patio additions, alterations to changeroom facilities, and 
storeroom and kiosk additions.  

3. Council at its meeting held on 30 January 2007 approved the proposed extensions that 
encompassed a new storeroom, meeting rooms and an amenities area to complement the 
existing facilities at the clubrooms. 
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4. On completion of the extensions, the lease agreement was required to be updated to 

ensure all additions, including the proposed extensions were incorporated in the leased 
area.  This Deed of Variation was not to alter the terms or obligations granted under the 
original lease, but to ensure that the total area was reflected in the lease and was 
consistent with the requirements of the approved liquor licence. 

Comment

 

1. Since completion of the extensions, the City s Officers have met with the President of 
the Morley / Noranda Recreation Club Incorporated (MNRC) to discuss the inclusion of 
the extensions into the lease agreement.  

2. At an informal meeting held with the Chief Executive Officer (previously as Director of 
Planning and Development Services) and the President of the MNRC, a proposal was 
put forward to the MNRC to enter into the City s standard lease agreement that was 
approved by Council on 27 May 2008.   This will bring the facility into line with the 
City s standard lease agreement.  

3. As a result of the above meeting, a letter was received from the MNRC on 13 August 
2008 (refer Attachment No.1)

 

requesting the following be considered in the new lease 
agreement:  

a) A grassed area in front of the clubhouse (near the main entrance and adjacent to 
the parking area) to be included into the leased area; and 

b) Twelve (12) parking bays to be included in the leased area and marked MNRC 
Members Only.  

4. On 24 September 2008, the MNRC was provided with a draft copy of the City s 
standard lease agreement.  When preparing this draft lease the City took into 
consideration the current obligations outlined in MNRC s current lease agreement.  

5. A further meeting was held with the President of the MNRC and the City s Officers to 
discuss the proposed draft lease agreement on 10 October 2008.  

6. Following the meeting held on 10 October 2008, two (2) letters were received from the 
MNRC dated 3 November 2008 (refer Attachments No.2 and No.3)

 

requesting the 
following:  

a) Permission to display sponsors advertising within and outside the clubhouse; and 
b) A request to include the soccer changerooms within the lease area with the proviso 

that the changerooms at the time of being included in the lease are in a good state 
of repair.  

7. The City s standard lease agreement has been reviewed in light of comments and 
feedback from various sporting clubs.  

8. Council discussion was held on 3 March 2009 to consider and ascertain the Councillors 
views on various provisions of the standard lease agreement directly in relation to 
comments that were received from sporting clubs.  
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9. Council at its meeting held on 14 April 2009 reviewed and adopted the standard lease 
agreement in relation to the specific terms and obligations for sporing groups / clubs.  

10. The MNRC was provided with a copy of the City s recently adopted standard lease 
agreement at the meeting with the City s officers held on 22 June 2009.  

11. The President of the MNRC contacted the City on 26 June 2009 after reviewing the 
draft standard lease agreement, to advise that cutting of keys has been the responsibility 
of the Club in the past and the Club seeks clarity on the word about in Clause 22.1 
No Liability for Loss on Premises .  

12. An amended draft lease agreement was prepared for the MNRC and the following 
amendments were made:  

a) Clause 3 (d)(i)(C) Lessee to pay all legal costs for the preparation, execution and 
stamping of this lease.  This clause was removed as it was the City s wishes to 
bring the Club s current lease agreement (which expires on 31 December 2018) 
into line with the provisions of the standard lease agreement.  

b) Clause 11.6 (e) Lessee may not remove any trees, shrubs or hedges without first 
consulting with and obtaining the approval of the Lessor, except where necessary 
for urgent safety reasons.  This clause was amended to remove reference to shrubs 
and hedges as the Club maintains all gardens within the leased area to a high 
standard, however removal of trees will require the City s approval.  

13. The amended draft lease agreement incorporating the above amendments and the 
MNRC s obligations that are outlined in its current lease agreement was provided to 
MNRC on 3 July 2009 for review and comment.  It was previously discussed with the 
MNRC that the requested twelve (12) parking bays will not form part of the leased area.  

14. The MNRC were advised via the City s letter dated 3 July 2009, that Clause 10 Keys 
and Access is to be included in the lease agreement as it is the City s intention that a 
set of keys for all its facilities must be retained by the land owner, being the City.   

15. In relation to Clause 22.1 No Liability for Loss on Premises , this clause states The 
Lessor will not be liable for loss, damage or injury to any person or property in or about 
the Premises however occurring.  In this instance the term or about is considered 
open ended and given the subject leased area is clearly defined on the site with 
perimeter fencing, these words can be deleted.  

16. A letter was received on 9 July 2009 from the MNRC (refer Attachment No.4) advising 
that the Club accepts the amended draft lease agreement on the proviso the following 
points are addressed:  

a) The soccer change rooms are upgraded as per the items discussed with you 
(Lease Administrator) and Joe Gomboc (Manager, Building Services) .  
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The works to be carried out by the City will include the following: 

 
Repairs to tiled areas within the shower cubicles due to missing tiles; 

 
Replacement of soap holders in the showers; and 

 
Repairs to minor holes in the wall lining.  

b) A letter acknowledging our request to have advertising signs displayed both 
inside and outside the club house .  

A letter has been forwarded to the Club advising that the existing signage 
displayed at the clubrooms will be allowed to remain, however any additional 
advertising or alterations to the existing signage will need to be forwarded to the 
City for approval.  

c) One (1) only security code will be issued to the City of Bayswater .  

This point is noted, however no changes are required to be made to the draft lease 
agreement.  

d) The word Junior will be removed from the wording Junior Meeting Room 
as it appears on the Floor Plan.   

This matter has been addressed and amended on the floor plan. 

Summary

 

1. On completion of extensions to the clubrooms, the lease agreement was required to be 
updated to ensure all additions, including the proposed extensions were incorporated in 
the leased area.  Furthermore, the MNRC wish to include a grassed area in front of the 
clubhouse and the soccer changerooms within the lease agreement.  

2. The City has no fundamental objections to the MNRC including the grassed area in 
front of the clubhouse and the soccer changerooms in the lease agreement.

Application

 

1. To consider the Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional 
Development and Local Government s Safeguards for Airports and the Communities 
Around Them  Discussion Paper, which is open for public comment until 31 July 2009.  

2. Council consideration is required to receive the information in this report and consider a 
response to the Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and 
Local Government on the Discussion Paper.  

3. A separate report on this Agenda deals with the Perth Airport Preliminary Draft 
Masterplan 2009.  

Background

 

1. The Australian Government released the National Aviation Policy (Green Paper) in 
December 2008, which is an important step in the development of a comprehensive 
aviation industry strategic plan (known as a White Paper ). Council discussed the 
National Aviation Policy Green Paper at its meeting of 10 February 2009.  

2. The proposed National Aviation Policy would cover a comprehensive list of matters 
including the impact of airport noise on local communities. The Green Paper provided a 
number of alternatives for addressing potential noise impacts, including:  

a) Limiting the operation of older noisy aircraft; 
b) Home noise insulation projects (such as in Sydney and Adelaide); 
c) Industry funded noise amelioration programs; 
d) Provide more information that is easily understood to the general public; and 
e) To work with State and local governments to ensure new housing developments 

consider noise and flight path issues.  

3. Council resolved (in part) on 10 February 2009 that:  

The City writes to the Commonwealth Government advising of the following:  

a. The City supports in principle the National Aviation Policy Green Paper, and 
in particular the adoption of measures to reduce noise impacts on local 
communities; and  
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b. The details of the Perth Airport Master Plan 2004, and the Deed of Agreement 
signed by the City and the Westralia Airports Corporation which includes (but 
is not limited to) the following provisions:  

i. The proposal to extend the Runway 06/24 to the north-east will 
include the adoption and adherence of strict and explicit use 
procedures such that take-offs to and landings from the south-west 
would only occur in emergencies, extreme weather conditions or 
through the loss of the use of the main airport runway or incidental to 
the planning and or undertaking of essential works to the Airport s 
main runway. 

ii. The current runway approach (06) and take-off paths (24) for aircraft 
greater than 20,000 kilograms in weight will be maintained in the event 
of the extension to the Runway.

 

Comment

 

1. The National Aviation Policy (Green Paper) has informed the Safeguards for Airports 
and the Communities Around Them Discussion Paper. The Discussion Paper notes that 
the principal issue is:  

The need for a nation-wide cooperative land use planning approach that protects both 
the operations to and from the airport and the interests of surrounding communities .  

2. The Discussion Paper canvasses a number of issues and questions related to airports and 
the communities around them including:  

a) Planning for compatible development (which includes discussion of airport noise 
issues); 

b) Protection of operational airspace; 
c) Turbulence and wind shear; 
d) Wildlife hazards; 
e) Wind turbines (and location near airports); 
f) Technical facilities (developments and telecommunications equipment close to 

airports may affect radar and navigational aids); 
g) Lighting and pilot distractions; and 
h) Public safety zones and third party risk.   

3. The primary issue for the City and its residents is considered to be planning for 
compatible development (which includes discussion of airport noise issues), which is 
the focus of this report.  

4. The Discussion Paper notes in relation to airport noise that:  

Airports are essential elements of regional and national transport networks and are 
valuable infrastructure investments. It is essential that airports are protected from off-
airport development that could undermine their safety or operational efficiency.  
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According to the International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO), aircraft noise is the 
most significant cause of adverse community reaction to the operation and expansion of 
airports. Until recent years aircraft noise management and assessment focused on areas 
close in to an airport. It is now internationally recognised that the issue of community 

exposure and reaction to aircraft noise is not confined to areas inside conventional 
noise contours.  

The nature of aircraft noise patterns around airports and subsequent public 
expectations have changed in recent years with increased community pressure to 
impose operational constraints on airports or oppose airport growth. The issues of 
concern are the level of noise generated by individual aircraft, increasing numbers of 
flights and decreasing periods of respite as airports get busier. Particular concerns 
include increased movements during the sensitive night time period and reduced respite 
periods on weekends .  

5. There is an Australian Standard AS2021 which provides guidance for land use planning 
based on the Australian Noise Exposure Forecast (ANEF) system. ANEF charts are 
provided for most aerodromes throughout Australia and show forecast future noise 
exposure levels. The ANEF system was developed in the 1980 s and is based on 
average community noise exposure levels. The higher the ANEF value the greater the 
average daily noise exposure. The ANEF contours are not intended to indicate that no 
aircraft noise will occur outside of this area, but rather that developments within the 
ANEF 20-40 contours will experience a level of aircraft noise. Land use planning 
restrictions are applied to the higher ANEF levels. ANEF charts are checked for 
accuracy by Airservices Australia (a Commonwealth Government agency).  

6. Attachments 2 and 3 show the ANEF noise contours in relation to the City of 
Bayswater. The Australian Standard AS2021 and Western Australian Planning 
Commission s Statement of Planning Policy (SPP) 5.1 Land Use Planning in the 
Vicinity of Perth Airport state that there are no restrictions on land use zoning or 
development in areas below the ANEF 20 noise contour, which includes all of the City 
of Bayswater.  

7. The Discussion Paper states that:  

ANEF system and the planning controls which are derived from the system, have a 
number of limitations:  
a) The system is a 'one size fits all' approach which does not take into account local 

circumstances - large airports are treated the same as small airports; greenfield 
airports are treated the same as built out airports;  

b) Experience has shown that ANEF contours do not provide a complete picture of 
the areas where residents are likely to have an adverse reaction to aircraft noise;  

c) The contours do not easily correlate to a publicly understandable 'decibel' noise 
level;  

d) ANEFs do not capture areas under very busy flight paths used by light aircraft, 
such as training circuits, which can be more annoying to some individuals than a 
small number of loud noise events; and  

e) Aircraft noise does not stop at a contour line on a map.   
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Notwithstanding the use of the ANEF system, complaints about aircraft noise around 
airports continue to lead to pressure to restrict aircraft operations and constrain 
airport operations .  

8. The Commonwealth Government considers that it would be beneficial to develop and 
implement additional strategies for assessing and managing aircraft noise at much 
greater distances from airports than has conventionally been the case. Options for 
enhancement to the current arrangements include:  

a) Reviewing the ANEF system and clarifying whether it is solely a tool for land use 
planning or whether it has a role in describing noise exposure patterns around 
airports;  

b) A full review of AS2021 as a planning guide for state and local governments;  

c) In addition to the ANEF, provision of comprehensible noise information, such as 
flight path location and activity diagrams and N70s, enabling individuals to gain 
a clearer understanding of aircraft noise exposure patterns around airports which 
enables them, for example, to factor this information into decisions about house 
purchase;  

d) Ensuring that supporting the current and future operations of airports is one of 
the objectives of planning, and establishing arrangements for that objective to be 
balanced with others in planning and development decisions;  

e) Developing stronger arrangements for protection of corridors under flight paths, 
particularly avoiding residential and other noise-sensitive development in such 
corridors;  

f) Considering more conservative criteria for noise-sensitive developments under 
flight-paths, particularly in relation to development of greenfield sites or where 
other options are available; and   

g) Considering special arrangements for state and local government consultation 
with the Commonwealth government on proposed developments around federal 
airports so that the impacts on airport operations can be fully assessed and taken 
into consideration in decision-making .  

9. The Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development 
and Local Government seeks public comment on several questions, including the 
following relevant questions:  

a) Does the ANEF system provide an effective basis for planning in noise affected 
areas?  

b) How effective is the ANEF system as a land use planning standard for greenfield 
developments around airports?  

c) Are the acceptable levels of aircraft noise for particular develops identified in 
AS2021 consistent with current community expectations? 
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d) How can the current planning arrangement to address developments in noise-

affected areas around airports and under flight paths be improved to take account 
of community expectations, while also providing for the reasonable growth of 
aviation activity at airports?  

e) For developments around the major capital city and freight airports, should state 
governments have to refer residential development within a defined buffer zone to 
the Commonwealth Transport Minister or Secretary for approval?

  

10. The Discussion Paper raises no issues that are considered to directly affect the City or 
its residents. Notwithstanding, airport noise is being raised as an issue by some 
residents. It is therefore considered that the City should write to Department of 
Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and Local Government with answers 
to the following questions:  

a) Does the ANEF system provide an effective basis for planning in noise affected 
areas?  

The ANEF system for land use planning does not directly affect the City, 
therefore the City has no comment to make on its effectiveness.  

b) How effective is the ANEF system as a land use planning standard for greenfield 
developments around airports?  

The ANEF system for land use planning does not directly affect the City, 
therefore the City has no comment to make on this question.  

c) Are the acceptable levels of aircraft noise for particular develops identified in 
AS2021 consistent with current community expectations?  

The City considers that the acceptable levels of aircraft noise for particular 
developments identified in AS2021 should be further clarified and strengthened to 
meet current community expectations regarding airport noise and to not allow for 
any greater noise impact on the City s community.   

d) How can the current planning arrangement to address developments in noise-
affected areas around airports and under flight paths be improved to take account 
of community expectations, while also providing for the reasonable growth of 
aviation activity at airports?  

The City agrees with the Commonwealth and considers that the following actions 
should be addressed to better deal with developments in noise-affected areas 
around airports and under flight paths and to not allow for any greater noise 
impact on the City s community:  

 

Review the ANEF system and clarify whether it is solely a tool for land use 
planning or whether it has a role in describing noise exposure patterns around 
airports;  

 

A full review of AS2021 as a planning guide for state and local governments;  
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In addition to the ANEF, provide comprehensible noise information, such as 
flight path location and activity diagrams and N70s, to enable individuals to 
gain a clearer understanding of aircraft noise exposure patterns around airports 
which enables them, for example, to factor this information into decisions 
about house purchase;  

 
Ensure that supporting the current and future operations of airports is one of the 
objectives of planning, and establishing arrangements for that objective to be 
balanced with others in planning and development decisions;  

 

Develop stronger arrangements for protection of corridors under flight paths, 
particularly avoiding residential and other noise-sensitive development in such 
corridors;  

 

Consider more conservative criteria for noise-sensitive developments under 
flight-paths, particularly in relation to development of greenfield sites or where 
other options are available.  

e) For developments around the major capital city and freight airports, should state 
governments have to refer residential development within a defined buffer zone to 
the Commonwealth Transport Minister or Secretary for approval?  

The City considers that there should be liaison between Commonwealth, State and 
Local Governments regarding development close to airports, particularly at a 
strategic level, but that existing planning frameworks are appropriate to deal with 
land use planning matters and that there is no need for referral of other 
development applications to the Commonwealth Transport Minister or Secretary 
for planning approval.  

Summary

 

The City generally agrees with the Commonwealth Government suggestions contained in the 
Safeguards for Airports and the Communities Around Them

 

Discussion Paper to improve 
current practices in relation to airport noise. It is recommended that the City write to the 
Commonwealth Department of Infrastructure, Transport, Regional Development and Local

1. To consider:   

a) The Westralia Airports Corporation s (WAC) Perth Airport Preliminary Draft 
Master Plan 2009 , which is being publicly advertised until 10 August 2009; and  

b) Concerns regarding flight paths over the City of Bayswater.  

2. Council consideration is required to receive the information in this report and consider a 
response to the WAC on the 2009 Master Plan.  

3. The WAC will also be delivering a presentation to the Council on 29 July 2009 in 
relation to the 2009 Masterplan.  

4. A separate report on this Agenda deals with the Safeguards for Airports and the 
Communities Around Them discussion paper. 

Background

 

1. The Airports Act 1996 (Commonwealth) requires that Perth Airport produces a Master 
Plan to guide the future strategic development and use of airport land. The WAC 
adopted the Perth Airport Master Plan in 2004, which identified an area of land around 
the existing international terminal precinct as a site for future consolidated terminal 
operations.  

2. The City entered into an agreement with Westralia Airports Commission on 9 March 
1999.  The deed of agreement will continue to run for any period during which the 
runway is owned, used or controlled by Westralia Airports Commission, its successors 
and assigns (an enduring agreement).  As part of this deed, the WAC undertook (in part) 
that:  
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a) The proposal to extend the Runway 06/24 to the north-east will include the 
adoption and adherence of strict and explicit use procedures such that take-offs to 
and landings from the south-west would only occur in emergencies, extreme 
weather conditions or through the loss of the use of the main airport runway or 
incidental to the planning and or undertaking of essential works to the airport s 
main runway; 

b) The current runway approach (06) and take-off paths (24) for aircraft greater than 
20,000 kilograms in weight will be maintained in the event of the extension to the 
runway; and  

c) The take-off and approach noise abatement procedures will be reviewed and 
improved as appropriate for the Runway .  

3. In return, the City undertook (in part) to:  

a) Support the Perth Airport Master Plan;  

b) Support the commercial development by Westralia Airports Commission of all 
other designated areas of Perth Airport; and  

c) Support the early consolidation by Westralia Airports Commission of the 
Domestic and International Terminal Buildings.   

4. It is considered that the deed of agreement does not directly deal with noise levels or 
other associated noise issues.   

5. Council discussed the proposed Terminal WA Major Development Plan and the 
Commonwealth Government s National Aviation Policy Green Paper at its meeting held 
10 February 2009. Council generally considered that the Terminal WA Major 
Development Plan was consistent with the Perth Airport Master Plan 2004, and the 
enduring Deed of Agreement signed by the City.  Council also resolved to write to the 
Commonwealth Government advising that it supports in principle the National Aviation 
Policy Green Paper, and in particular the adoption of measures to reduce noise impacts 
on local communities.  

6. Council considered the Perth Airport Preliminary Draft Master Plan 2009 at its meeting 
of 23 June 2009, where it resolved to defer the item to seek further clarification in 
relation to flight paths. 

Comment

 

1. Perth Airport is Australia s fourth largest airport by passenger numbers and total 
passenger number are expected to more than double from 9.2 million passengers per 
annum to 18.9 million per annum by 2029.   A large proportion of airport traffic 
provides intrastate services, which reflects both the dispersed nature of Western 
Australia s population and the state s economically important fly in/fly out operations 
servicing the resource sector.  Perth Airport is considered central to the prosperity of the 
economy of Western Australia.  
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2. The Perth Airport Estate comprises 2105 hectares.  The Airports Act 1996 
(Commonwealth) requires that Perth Airport produces a Master Plan to guide the future 
strategic development and use of airport land.  WAC currently has the Perth Airport 
Master Plan 2004 (2004 Master Plan).  The Perth Airport Preliminary Draft Master 
Plan 2009 (Draft 2009 Master Plan) is proposed to replace the 2004 Master Plan.  In 
accordance with the Airports Act 1996, the Draft 2009 Master Plan is being publicly 
advertised for a period of sixty (60) days between 18 May, 2009 and 10 August, 2009.  

3. The City undertook to support the 2004 Master Plan as part of the Deed of Agreement 
signed with Westralia Airports Commission in 1999.  The critical point for Council to 
consider is any differences between the 2004 Master Plan and the Draft 2009 Master 
Plan, particularly in relation to the matters that are the subject of the Deed of 
Agreement.   

Northeast  Southwest Runway Extension (06/24)

  

4. The existing northeast-southwest airport runway is 2,163 metres long.  The 2004 Master 
Plan proposed that the runway be extended to 3,000 metres in the future.  The runway 
extension identified in the 2004 Master Plan may be built as a long term project between 
2022 and 2029 (refer Attachment No. 1).  The City agreed to the runway extension in 
the Deed of Agreement provided that the WAC undertook (in part) that:  

a) The proposal to extend the Runway 06/24 to the north-east will include the 
adoption and adherence of strict and explicit use procedures such that take-offs to 
and landings from the south-west would only occur in emergencies, extreme 
weather conditions or through the loss of the use of the main airport runway or 
incidental to the planning and or undertaking of essential works to the airport s 
main runway;  

b) The current runway approach (06) and take-off paths (24) for aircraft greater 
than 20,000 kilograms in weight will be maintained in the event of the extension to 
the runway; and  

c) The take-off and approach noise abatement procedures will be reviewed and 
improved as appropriate for the Runway .  

5. WAC has advised that in accordance with the Deed of Agreement:  

The use of runway 06 for arrivals and runway 24 for takeoffs is minimised and only 
used when weather or works on the main runway combined with the required weather 
require the runway to be used. An analysis of the use of this runway for the last three 
years first quarters show an increase from 2007 to 2008 but a reduction from 2008 to 
2009. The increase in 2008 is attributable to works on the main runway causing a spike 
in figures which is not reflected in 2009 numbers. In round terms, the use of the 06/24 
runway which has an impact on Bayswater(06 arrivals and 24 takeoffs) is less than 3% 
of all movements. In the last two years we have implemented a maintenance closure of 
the main runway for three hours on every second Friday when weather allows. This 
increases the use of the 06/24 runway typically for arrivals .  
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6. The Draft 2009 Master Plan proposes no changes to the runway lengths and 
configuration as they were previously approved in the 2004 Master Plan and the Deed of 
Agreement.  However, the 2004 Master Plan specifically referred to the Deed of 
Agreement between the WAC and the City, but the Deed is not specifically mentioned 
in the Draft 2009 Master Plan.  It is recommended that the City write to WAC 
requesting that the 2009 Master Plan refer to the Deed of Agreement as previously 
summarised on Page 25 of the 2004 Master Plan.   

Perth Airport Rail Link

  

7. WAC is assisting the Public Transport Authority (PTA) in its planning for a rail link to 
the airport.  There are a number of potential routes which are currently being 
investigated by PTA.  WAC has stated that it will incorporate the final preferred 
alignment into future Master Plans once it has been determined by the Western 
Australian Government.  It is recommended that the City write to the WAC stating that 
it supports in principle a rail link from the airport to Bayswater Train Station, which 
would:  

a) Improve public transport linkages for residents, airport employees and visitors 
between the airport and the City of Bayswater; 

b) Potentially stimulate economic development and redevelopment proposals within 
the municipality; and 

c) Further support efforts by the City to promote Transit Orientated Development 
(TOD) principles.   

Noise

  

8. It is again noted that the deed of agreement does not directly deal with noise levels or 
other associated noise issues.   

9. Noise abatement procedures restricting the use of the 06/24 Runway (subject of the 
1999 Deed of Agreement) have formed the basis of runway usage since the 1980 s.  The 
main runway used at the airport is the north-south runway, which limits aircraft 
movement directly over the City of Bayswater.  Attachments 2 and 3 supplied by the 
WAC show that the City of Bayswater largely avoids major or continual noise events. 
Notwithstanding, noise from the airport has been an issue raised by some local 
residents.   

10. A Noise Management Consultative Committee has operated at Perth Airport since 1999. 
The Committee includes representatives from Local Governments, State and Federal 
Government Departments, airlines and community groups.  The City is also a member 
of the Perth Airports Municipalities Group, which has an ongoing dialogue with the 
management of Perth Airport on behalf of member Councils.    
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11. Perth Airport operates under Commonwealth legislation.  Accordingly, issues like noise 
are managed under Commonwealth regulations.  Airservices Australia is a 
Commonwealth Government body responsible for a national aircraft noise complaint 
service.  Should complaints regarding airport noise be forthcoming, they are referred to 
Airservices Australia, which monitors relevant regulations.  Airservices Australia also 
maintains an online tracking system which allows the general public to monitor aircraft 
movements.   

12. There is an Australian Standard AS2021 which provides guidance for land use planning 
based on the Australian Noise Exposure Forecast (ANEF) system. ANEF charts are 
provided for most aerodromes throughout Australia and show ANEF noise contours. 
The ANEF system was developed in the 1980 s and is based on average community 
noise exposure levels. The higher the ANEF value the greater the average daily noise 
exposure. The ANEF contours are not intended to indicate that no aircraft noise will 
occur outside of this area, but rather that developments within the ANEF 20-40 contours 
will experience a level of aircraft noise. Land use planning restrictions are applied to the 
higher ANEF levels. ANEF charts are checked for accuracy by Airservices Australia.  

13. The WAC has advised that the current aircraft movements at Perth Airport are 
approximately 110,000 per year. The ANEF is based on 350,000 movements per year. 
WAC s forecast suggest that the airport will reach approximately 170,000 movements 
per year by 2029, which at the forecast growth rate suggests that the ultimate capacity 
(ANEF) figures will not occur until somewhere after 2050 (see Attachment No. 3).  

14. Attachments 2 and 3 show the ANEF noise contours in relation to the City of 
Bayswater. The Australian Standard AS2021 and Western Australian Planning 
Commission s Statement of Planning Policy (SPP) 5.1 Land Use Planning in the 
Vicinity of Perth Airport state that there are no restrictions on land use zoning or 
development in areas below the ANEF 20 noise contour, which includes all of the City 
of Bayswater.  

15. It is considered appropriate for the WAC to consider the installation of permanent Noise 
Monitoring Stations to capture noise data over surrounding local government areas, 
including the City of Bayswater. This would assist in analysing the effects of changes to 
flight paths and aircraft noise on nearby residents.   

Flight Paths

  

16. Council resolved at its meeting held 23 June 2009 for the City to seek further 
clarification in relation to flight paths.  The City sent correspondence to the WAC dated 
24 June 2009 requesting further clarification on this issue.   

17. The WAC has advised that flight paths are determined by Airservices Australia, which 
as previously mentioned, is a Commonwealth Government body. Accordingly, the 
WAC has advised that the WAC does not control flight paths and the 2009 Master Plan 
is not intended to provide detailed information on current and future flight paths. It is 
however a requirement of the Airports Act for the Master Plan to include information on 
flight paths.   
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18. Airservices Australia has advised that there have been no changes to flight paths over 
the past five years that would impact on the City. The majority of flight path changes 
that have occurred in the Perth region have been associated with areas to the east of 
Perth airport. Airservices Australia data also shows that there has been minimal 
increases in the frequency of flights over the City of Bayswater.   

19. The indicative flight paths for operation at ultimate capacity (in 2050) as contained in 
the 2009 Master Plan are shown in Attachment No. 6.  This indicates that the City of 
Bayswater largely avoids flight paths over its area in comparison to neighbouring areas, 
with the exception of two southerly flow flight paths (note that this does not indicate 
frequency).  It is recommended that the City request notification from Airservices 
Australia when changes to flight paths influencing the City are proposed.  

20. The WAC has advised that flight paths can vary by one (1) kilometre each side of a 
flight path depending on weather conditions and safety considerations. The airspace 
around Perth Airport is constrained by Pearce Airforce base to the north and Jandakot 
Airport (one of the busiest in Australia) to the south. This means that there is little 
opportunity to significantly alter flight paths. Planes approaching Perth Airport typically 
need to be on the final landing flight path up to 15 kilometres from the airport, again 
demonstrating that there is little opportunity to alter flight paths.   

21. It is considered that the 2009 Master Plan is generally consistent with the 2004 Master 
Plan as it relates to the City s interests.  The 2009 Master Plan is also considered to have 
no direct impact on the Deed of Agreement signed with WAC.  It is therefore 
recommended that the City write to the WAC stating that it has no objections in 
principle to the 2009 Master Plan, subject to the Master Plan 2009 addressing the 
following matters:  

a) The 2009 Master Plan should explicitly refer to the Deed of Agreement between 
the City and WAC as previously summarised on Page 25 of the 2004 Master Plan; 
and 

b) A rail link from the airport to Bayswater Train Station, and develop the train 
station site as a rail hub.  

Summary

 

1. The City signed a Deed of Agreement with WAC in 1999 stating that it would support 
the Airport Master Plan subject to certain conditions regarding the use of Runway 06/24 
(southwest-northeast runway).  It is considered that the 2009 Master Plan is generally 
consistent with the 2004 Master Plan as it relates to the City s interests. The 2009 
Master Plan is also considered to have no direct impact on the Deed of Agreement 
signed with WAC.   

2. It is noted that the deed of agreement does not directly deal with aircraft noise levels or 
flight path issues and these issues are not controlled by WAC.  Airservices Australia is a 
Commonwealth Government body responsible for a national aircraft noise complaint 
service.  Should complaints regarding airport noise be forthcoming, they are referred to 
Airservices Australia, which monitors relevant regulations.   
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3. The WAC has advised that aircraft flight paths are also determined by Airservices 
Australia. Accordingly, the WAC has no control over flight paths and the Draft 2009 
Master Plan is not intended to provide detailed information on current and future flight 
paths. It is recommended that the City request written notification from Airservices 
Australia when changes to flight paths influencing the City are proposed.  

4. It is recommended that the City write to the WAC stating that it has no objections in 
principle to the 2009 Master Plan, subject to the Master Plan 2009 addressing the 
following matters:  

a) The 2009 Master Plan to explicitly refer to:  

 

The Deed of Agreement between the City and WAC as previously 
summarised on Page 25 of the 2004 Master Plan; and 

 

A rail link from the airport to Bayswater Train Station, and develop the train 
station site a rail hub.  

b) The WAC to consider the installation of permanent Noise Monitoring Stations to 
capture noise data over surrounding local government areas, including the City of 
Bayswater.

1. The City has undertaken a review of the policy Home Occupations TP-P 3.1 which 
provides for interpretation of the provisions of the Town Planning Scheme relating to 
Home Occupations and gives clear guidance to those persons wishing to establish a 
Home Occupation.  Changes to the policy are proposed in accordance with this report to 
provide consistency with the revised Clause 8.5.7 of Town Planning Scheme No. 24 and 
Clause 4.11 of Town Planning Scheme No. 23, which were recently updated via scheme 
amendments. 

2. Council consideration is required to receive the information in this report and to 
authorise public advertising of the Policy in accordance with Scheme requirements. 

Background

 

1. Council approved Scheme Amendment No. 32 to Town Planning Scheme No. 24 
(TPS24) on 22 July 2008 to move from one Scheme category Home Occupation for 
home based businesses to four Scheme categories including:  

a) Home Office ; 
b) Home Occupation ; 
c) Home Business ; and 
d) Cottage Industry .  

2. Council approved Scheme Amendment No. 3 to Town Planning Scheme No. 23 
(TPS23) to insert two new use classes to add to the two existing categories of Home 
Occupation and Home Office .  The two new categories are:  

a) Home Business ; and 
b) Cottage Industry .  

The current Home Occupation definition was also amended to comply with the Model 
Scheme Text (MST) in both TPS23 and TPS24.  

3. The abovementioned Scheme amendments resulted in Clause 8.5.7 of TPS24 and 
Clause 4.11 of TPS23 being amended to include provisions relating to Home-Based 
Businesses.  

4. As a result of the abovementioned Scheme amendments the City s Policy No. TP-P 3.1 
relating to Home Occupations is no longer consistent with the Scheme clauses relating 
to Home-Based Businesses.  
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5. The Scheme amendments were required to update the City s Town Planning Schemes to 
be in accordance with the Model Scheme Text (MST), to provide more flexibility for 
local businesses and for the City in the assessment of Home-Based Businesses and to 
streamline the approvals process.  

Comment

  

Current Policy

 

1. The existing Policy No. TP-P 3.1 relating to Home Occupations aims to provide 
interpretation of the provisions of the Scheme relating to Home Occupations and to give 
clearer advice to those persons wishing to establish a Home Occupation.  

2. The existing Policy applies only to Home Occupations and does not make any 
provisions for the other three categories for home based businesses that are included in 
the City s Town Planning Schemes as a result of the abovementioned Scheme 
Amendments. The Policy therefore requires updating to reflect the changes.   

Proposed Modifications

 

3. It is considered prudent to modify Policy No. TP-P 3.1 to rectify the inconsistencies 
between the Policy and the City s Town Planning Schemes.  

4. It is proposed to amend the title of the Policy from Home Occupations to Home Based 
Businesses in order to ensure that the Policy is consistent with and pursuant to Clause 
4.11 of TPS23 and Clause 8.5.7 of TPS24.  

5. It is also proposed to amend the Purpose/Objective of the Policy to reflect the Scheme 
amendments to read as follows:   

This policy aims to provide guidance with respect to the provisions of the Scheme 
relating to Home-Based Businesses and to provide advice to those persons wishing to 
establish a Home-Based Business.

  

6. The Policy has also been amended to include provisions relating to the four categories 
of Home-Based Businesses:  

a) Home Office; 
b) Home Occupation; 
c) Home Business; and 
d) Cottage Industry.  

7. The amended Policy outlines specific requirements for each category in relation to the 
following:  

a) When a Planning Approval is required; 
b) The maximum number of customers allowed for each category; and 
c) The public advertising required for each category.  

8. The amended Policy also proposes to delete the current criteria relating to Home 
Occupations that involve the manufacturing of goods as this type of activity is now 
classified as a Cottage Industry in the City s Schemes.

The amended policy will rectify the inconsistencies between the existing policy and the 
provisions relating to Home Based Businesses outlined in TPS23 and TPS24.  The amended 
policy will also assist in providing guidance to Council and those persons wishing to establish 
a Home-Based Business with respect to the abovementioned provisions and facilitate 
consistency in decision making.
